· This release of PCMate contains all of the changes since the release of 7.5.78.
· This application is upward compatible and can import formats from all older versions of PCMate.
· This application is not downward compatible due to new features unsupported in older versions.
· This release supports all versions of printer operating systems for 9855, 6X6, Snap, Laser, and 640X. Specifically it is compatible with ThingMagic 9855 versions 7.0.21.1, 7.0.21.4, and 7.0.21.9.  Specifically compatible with Snap OS 3.28.16.02, 3.29.01.01, 3.30.14.11, and 3.30.16.15.  It is recommended to upgrade SNAP printers to version 3.32.13.12 and Monarch printers to 8.0 or higher.
· This release requires D2Comm File Service version 1.0.9. If a previous version has been installed, it must be uninstalled before installing version 1.0.9. After installing PCMate, D2Comm File Service can be installed using “D2CommFileServiceSetup.v109.msi” in folder “C:\Paxarwin\etc”.
· D2Comm File Service requires Microsoft .Net version 3.5 or higher. Installers for .Net are available at the D2Comm FTP site. To get to the FTP site, first logon at http://www.webservices.averydennison.com with username “avery” and password “avery”. Then click thru this series of links: “IN-PLANT DATA MANAGEMENT”, “Technical Support”, “Software Downloads”, “PCMate_Releases”, “PCMate Platinum 7”, “dotNet Installers”. Click the “readme.txt” file for information on which version of .Net to install. Return to the “dotNet Installers” page and click on the appropriate .Net installer file. Save the installer file to your computer, then open that file on your computer to begin the installation process.
· TID Singulation is only compatible with Monarch firmware version 8 or higher.
· 600 DPI is only compatible with SNAP firmware version 3.32.13.12 or higher.
· Image Start Width and Length values, set in the Design Properties Tag Layout tab of the Design Module, are now enforced. This means that any field with boundaries lying outside the region created by the Image Start values is now shifted so that it lies just within the region. To avoid such field shifting, the format designer must adjust the Image Start values accordingly.

· Added the ability to increment in HEX in the middle of an EPC.

· Fixed printer sense mark type will be changed to "None" from "Hole" after view the setting via VCP.
· Added LogBackUp.bat to installer.
· Lowered the min height of a barcode to .01".
· Fixed PCMate can't close normally on exit with Security data.
· Improve spacing of Proofsheet Generator message.
· Added the ability to increment in HEX in the middle of an EPC.
· Added the ability to capture error log files for debugging.
· Fixed the Logo Set Position "<NONE>" should show a blank image.
· PCMate updates "SecBatchSent" and "RemainingCount" values incorrectly when reprinting RFID job.
· Added append checksum to the 6404 driver for all checksum optional barcodes.
· Fixed issue in 6404 driver where DLG barcodes in 90 and 270 deg rotations were not printing correctly.
· Communication error when printing Converse 15D job.
· DLG C128 barcodes for printers other than 9855 were setting subset to A instead of auto.
· Fixed draw routine for I2of5 barcodes on Monarch printers.
· Limit printing a quantity that is larger than the custom EPC increment range. 
· Removed Re-Image field option.
· Do not allow one batch ID to have two print log files.
· Corrected hang when starting up without network connection.
· Allow UPC barcode HRI to be printed clearly.
· Allow non-secure batches to be printed even if the batch file doesn’t exist.
· Added the ability to change the Backfeed Type for 9855 and ADTP1 printers.

· Initial run of PCMate will not exhibit performance improvement
· Occasional loss of Ethernet connectivity for SNAP printer models 
· SNAP printer upgrade is not supported for Ethernet or USB
· Diagnostic codes for the 3rd print head of a SNAP 500 2/1 printer not working properly 
· Increasing the number of lines on an alphanumeric field does not increase the length until the field properties are exited and then re-entered.
· Print and WYSIWYG do not match for Proportional fit for Care Symbols.
· 2-up Sheet capability does not function properly
· Printer Memory Manager does not support USB or Ethernet connections.
· A format that contains a variable logo cannot be printed from Design module.
· Sample file is not complete for 98XX / 9906 printers.
· Creating a Care Symbol field after an Alphanumeric field with Strikethrough attribute causes Strikethrough on Care  Symbol
· Logos rotate after printing from Design Module for 64xx / 98xx printers
· Code 128 barcode with expansion of 2 does not print for 98xx printers
· Screen representation of QR codes may not match actual size of printed codes.
· Ratio setting  is not available for I2of5 barcodes on 64xx printers
· Repeated keyboard scrolling through the print file list (over 20,000 times) in printmanager may cause unusual memory usage, resulting in PCMate closing.  Using the scroll bar before selecting a print file is recommended.
· Reminder:  Sending duplicate EPCs to the printers is not standard operating procedure and is not allowed.  Printing duplicate EPCs to the Monarch printers where the last EPC in a batch is a duplicate of the last EPC in a previous batch will result in a “lockup” in which PCMate will need to be restarted.
· When Auto subset is specified on Code 128 barcodes, each printer type (Currently only Snap and 9855 printers are supported) may encode the barcode differently based on the data entered into the barcode.  The barcode will still be valid, but it may be encoded to use a different subset or encode function codes differently from printer to printer.
· The size of QR barcodes on the screen may not match the size printed on the label.
· A download as graphic Code 128 barcode with no HRI prints 1mm taller than the barcode properties specify.
· A download as graphic Code 128 barcode may clip and not print completely if the bounding box in Design Module is not large enough to handle the encoded data.
· A download as graphic Code 128 barcode printed on the 9855 printer or the SNAP printer, using Auto subset requires two sequential <F4> characters to encode a <F4> character.
· A non-download as graphic Code 128 barcode printed on the SNAP printer, using Auto subset requires two sequential <F4> characters to encode a <F4> character.
· Switching users in Windows 7 requires the user to close PCMate first.
· Help resources do not work in Windows 7.
· The hibernate function in Windows 7 closes Ethernet printer connections causing possible loss of queued print jobs.  It’s recommended that the hibernate feature be disabled when running PCMate.
· Printing a 600dpi format to any printer other than a SNAP 600dpi is not supported.
· The Download flag is no longer saved for non-secure batches once it is printed, unless a manual save is done. (PCMG110)
· Auto Archive for groups that have been sorted has not been implemented.
· When in FTP Connection options and selecting either the “Find Fastest” or “Set As Default” button, the change may not take place right away and the user may be asked to “Retry” connecting to the FTP. (PCMA034)
· Archiving is not supported when printing batches that require logging while disconnecting the network cable from the PC. (PCMA035)
· When printing with the “Pause On Stock Change” option, sending more batches to the printer while already printing will cause the “Print” Dialog box to display.  If the “Pause On Stock Change” Diaglog box is displayed before the user clicks “OK” on the “Print” Dialog box, the user must click the “OK” button on the “Pause On Stock Change” Dialog box before the “OK” button on the “Print” Dialog box.   Clicking on the “OK” button on the “Print” Dialog box first will cause PCMate to enter a “Not Responding” mode.  (PCMG188)
· Using “Print All Remaining Batches” for a non-secure batch is not compatible to previous versions due to a change in how the “Download” field is being used. (PCMG199)
· During Printer Setup, when using the “Back” button to modify an Ethernet to Serial or Hot Folder to Serial connection does not display correct Connection Type and Resource. (PCMG187)
· Deleting a Sort Template that does not relate to the batches that are currently opened in Print Module with “Group on Open or Print” causes PCMate to crash. (PCMG201)
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
